WORLD LANGUAGES

Minimum Admissions Standards in World Language:

(NOTE: Certificate of Mastery will be the foundation on which admissions standards are built. However, the Commission on Student Learning does not require study of a second language as a requirement for Certificate of Mastery. Although the HECB cannot determine the requirements for a Certificate, the equivalent of two Carnegie units in a single foreign language (including American Sign Language) are still required in order to be considered for admission to one of the state's public baccalaureate institutions.)

To study another language and culture gives one the powerful key to successful communication: knowing how, whim, and why to communicate what with whom. Language is at the heart of the human experience. To relate in a meaningful way-to another human being, one must be able to communicate. It is in learning a new linguistic and cultural system that one can get an objective view of one's own native language and culture and be able to communicate within as well as beyond one's native language and culture.

Minimum standards represent competencies that will be required of all students applying to any of the state's public baccalaureate institutions. They do NOT represent the standards expected of students apply to specific departments. Certificate of Mastery will provide evidence that students have successfully mastered. the essential academic learning requirements. The Competency-based admissions standards describe the work needed in terms of required proficiencies. Students who can demonstrate that their work exceeds the Content Standard requirements will enhance their likelihood of being admitted to selective colleges and universities. .

Students should recognize that continuing academic coursework beyond .meeting minimum standards or finding other ways (e.g., internships, school-to-work transitions, etc.) to keep current the" competencies acquired does enhance the likelihood for admission to college. (NOTE: Development of reading skills, writing skills, and cross-cultural communication should occur across each discipline and not just under English or world language.)

· The assumed "benchmark" is entry into the university (2 years of high school 
language or exit from college level 102.)
· Where appropriate, languages are categorized according to U.S. federal language schools and based on how long it takes learners of each language to reach a similar proficiency level (See Key).

1 = Category 1 languages (e.g., Spanish, French, Swedish)

2 = Category 2 languages (e.g., German)

3 = Category" 3 languages (e.g., Russian)

4 = Category 4 languages (e.g., Japanese, Chinese, Korean, Arabic)
L = Latin (and other classical languages)

PERFORMANCE LEVELS: Students must demonstrate an ability to use target language to: demonstrate competency in Speaking, Oral Comprehension, Reading, Writing, Cultural Knowledge, and Language Analysis Areas. . (Note: Assessment scales/rubrics for measuring levels of achievement will be developed to distinguish among levels of achievement attained by students in those areas):

EXAMPLE ASSESSMENT SCALE FOR MEASURING SPEAKING SKILLS:

4. Student takes risks, makes few errors, and communicates in complete sentences. Fulfills all assessment requirements;

3. Student commits more errors and takes fewer risks. Communicates primarily in complete sentences, but fragments are common. Student attempts all requirements. Errors do not drastically affect understanding; .

2. Some errors interfere with communication. Student takes few or no risks but generally fulfills assessment requirements;

1. Student makes many errors that make comprehension difficult. Exhibits some evidence of the expression of complete sentences, but most utterances are fragments;

0. Student rarely utters a correct sentence. Almost nothing is comprehensible.

Special Notes for Reviewing World Language Standards: ..

· If the target language is used as a part of an assessment, errors with the target language should not cause a failing score if it is clear that the student understood the narrative;

· Comprehension activities should truly show comprehension, rather than recognition or outside knowledge;

· Within the framework of each of the World Language criteria, the learner is able to demonstrate an awareness of the products, practices, and perspectives of the target culture(s);

· Additionally, while standards that expand student awareness and knowledge of other cultures should be curriculum-embedded for world languages specifically, they should also be curriculum-embedded across all disciplines;

· The performance and assessment tasks need to match the purpose and kind of reading of the texts.
